For the last half term of the year we should be learning about the Tudors.
After the Battle of Bosworth, Henry Tudor became King Henry VII and began the Tudor period of history.
His son, Henry VIII was one of the most famous characters in history.

Read the presentation about him and then complete the differentiated activity sheet about descriptions of him from different sources.  There is also a conclusion task where you can write about what Henry was like as a young man and in his older years.

After the war of the roses, when Henry Tudor became Henry VII of England, he decided that he would end the war between Lancaster and York with a shrewd political move; he married Edward IV’s daughter, Elizabeth. To mark the significance of this event, Henry created a new symbol for his house which shows a red and white rose joined together. This became known as the Tudor Rose (which is also the symbol of Gayton Junior School - but no one knows why!!!)

It is important to note, though, that the larger rose is red and the smaller white - Henry was a Lancaster after all!
