Eva Crane highlighted the fact that bee numbers were declining. In order to prevent the bee population from falling further, we can create bee hotels in our gardens. Many bee species nest in tiny spaces ranging from hollow plant stems to holes in deadwood or bare ground. Bee hotels consist of a number of hollow tubes. They mimic the conditions suitable for bees that nest above ground in stems and holes.
