1950’s Rock ‘n’ Roll
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Colourful patterned skirts were worn for more casual occasions. This woman's skirt has a very typically fifties picture style pattern. Trousers followed men's fashion with narrow legs, but were usually tighter fitting. Jeans were also becoming trendy for casual wear. Teddy Boys were in fashion, with their smart suits and greased-back hair. 
1960’s Mod
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The Mods of the early sixties took the suit to new levels of style. The tapered trousers and thin lapels of the Italian style became a new youth cult in the early to mid sixties. To this look they added striped blazers, Fred Perry shirts and the Mod scooter, a Lambretta if possible.

1960’s – Flower Power / Hippies
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For mainstream youth fashion, everything changed again in the Summer of 1967. The smart look was replaced with long hair, beads, beards and kaftans. The look was psychedelic swirls and paisley patterns.

1970’s Punk

1980’s New Romantics
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New Romantic music and fashion became more mainstream youth culture in the early years of the 80s. It was typified by loose fitting clothes, asymmetric hair cuts and excessive make-up, worn by both men and women.

1980’s Shoulder Pads
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By 1985, shoulder pads were everywhere and even men's suits started to feature them. They changed the female silhouette, making the shoulders broader and the hips appear narrower.
1990’s Girl Power
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Famous pop group The Spice Girls wore really high shoes which looked dangerous. Lots of girls wore the same shoes and hospitals were very busy with many broken ankles!
1990’s Baggy
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In the early 1990’s, pop group The Stone Roses wore very wide trousers and suddenly everyone was wearing them. They were rubbish because they got really wet in the rain!
